Cutting Instructions

A. Focal Fabric
1. Fussy Cut eighteen 6 1/2" squares

B. Honeycomb Fabric

Cut 11 strips, 2 1/2" x 42'From these strips, cut the following:

1. Cut 23 rectangles, 6 1/2" x 2 1/2".
2. Cut 104 squares, 2 1/2" x 2 1/2".

C. Border Fabric

Cut 1 strip 6 1/2" x 42" From this strip, crosscut this following:
1. Cut 4 rectangles, 4 1/2" x 6 1/2".
2. Cut 6 rectangles, 2 1/2" x 6 1/2".

Cut 1 strip 2 1/2" x 42" From this strip, crosscut this following:
3. Cut 4 rectangles, 4 1/2" x 2 1/2".
4. Cut 6 squares, 2 1/2" x 2 1/2".

5. Cut 4 strips, 5" x 42" (outer border).

D. Binding
1. Cut 5 strips, 2 1/2" x 425r your favorite width for binding)
Piecing Instructions Note: All seams re sewn using a 1/4" seam
unless otherwise indicated.

Each block uses 1 - C2 and 2 - B2.

Border Block 4 - Make 2

(used on the sides)

Measured block size: 4 1/2" x 2 1/2"
Each block uses 1 - C3 and 2 - B2.

Border Block 5 - Make 2

(used on the sides)

Measured block size: 4 1/2" x 2 1/2"
Each block uses 1 - C3 and 2 - B2.
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Border
Block 5

Construct Side Borders (Make 2) Sew Border
Blocks 3, 4, and 5 along with 2 1/2" squares of
Honeycomb Fabric (B2) as shown Figure 3.
Press away from the triangles.

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Sew Columns

Lay out the quilt, with the focal blocks positioned as desired, numbering
the focal blocks 1 - 18 as shown ifrigure 6. | use painter's masking tape

to mark the blocks.

The quilt is assembled in 5 columns, then joined and borders are added.

Columns 1, 3, and 5 (make 3)

Sew the following blocks together into a column as shovigare 4.
Focal Blocks (4 per column)

Border Block 2 (2 per column)

6 1/2" x 2 1/2" rectangles of Honeycomb Fabric (B1) (3 per column).

Columns 2 and 4 (make 2)

Sew the following blocks together into a column as shoviigare 5.
Focal Blocks (3 per column)

Border Block 1 (2 per column)

6 1/2" x 2 1/2" rectangles of Honeycomb Fabric (B1) (4 per column).

Use 1/4" seam. Press away from the triangles.

Final Assembly Refer to Figure 6

Sew columns together. Add pieced borders on either side.
Attach final borders, top and bottom first, then sides. Trim
borders to fit as they are added. Press toward therborde

FINISHING:

1. Layer quilt top, batting, and backing.

2. Baste layers together.

3. Hand or machine quilt as desired.

4. Join the binding strips with diagonal seams. Attach
binding using your favorite method.

5. Make a hanging sleeve (optional) and a label. Attach to
the back of the quilt.
